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A new approach to the interpretation of the legal status of representative authorities, to expansion of
their operation area, to clear establishment of their subject composition, to identification of their
functions is needed at present. This becomes possible through the analysis and regulation of legal norms
which establish their functioning.

The purpose is to classify acts in accordance with different caused for their further analysis on the
basis of systematization and joining of the whole legislation body which regulates representative body
operation.

Material and methods. The normative legal basis of the article is Law of the Republic of Belarus “On
Normative Legal Acts”, President of the Republic of Belarus Decree “On the Approval of the Unified
Legal Classificatory of the Republic of Belarus” as well as the legal base which establishes the legal



status and functioning of representative bodies. The scientific theoretical basis is works by Belarusian
and Russian law scientists. The main methods are analysis, synthesis and modeling.

Findings and their discussion. The place of legislation acts which regulate the operation of
representative authorities in the Unified Legal Classificatory (ULC) is analyzed in the article. Some
blocks of Constitution legislation acts, which are split in ULC and regulate the legal status of
representative bodies, testify to the fact that within the structure of state power representative bodies are
not joined into a unified system. We believe that it is necessary to unite all representative bodies into a
system, which will further make it possible to join the whole legislative body on representative authorities
into one block according to the general operation direction and include into ULC with the number of
01.10.

Conclusion. We consider it important that the Representative Authority Code should be adopted
which will make it possible to unite, unify separate legal norms in the field of legal regulation of
representative authority, to fill the existing gaps of the Constitution legislation, and, which is most
important, to recognize the institution of representative authority in our legal system by establishing its
legal definition.
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
