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The paper centers round issues of international legal recognition of new states, which has become
current in recent years. Most urgent contradictions are considered on the basis of definite examples of
new state structures as well as principles of the contemporary approach of the international community
to the solution of these collisions.

The issue of the international legal recognition of states due to the recent events of proclaiming
independence of Kosovo, Southern Ossetia, Abkhazia, Lugansk and Donetsk People’s Republics, joining
Crimea to Russia, is urgent and widely discussed. Gaps in the international law have emerged as well as
double standards in the approach to the recognition of newly formed subjects. It’s high time to pay
attention to the main criteria of state recognition, to political and legal aspects of the emergence of the
state as a subject of the international law, to the cases of state recognition as an international law subject
by only part of the international community.

The purpose of the paper is a complex study of the institution of the international legal recognition.

Material and methods. The practice of recognition of new states as well as works by specialists in the
field of issues of international legal recognition of new states is the material of the research. Examples of
disputable new state structures are considered in the article as well as the constitutional and the
declarative approaches to their recognition. The main research methods are the comparative and the
logical gnoseological.

Findings and their discussion. Due to paradox transformations of the institution of the international
legal recognition and the lack of a unified codification in international law there are plenty of collisions
and confusing interpretations of international legal customs.

For example, international community “easily” recognizes small, in terms of territory, budget,
population, “offshore jurisdictions” and “spot” international financial centers as ‘“developed
economies”. While big territories with multimillion native populations, which want independence and
declare their sovereign rights, are not recognized by other states, are called “separatist groups” which
violate territorial integrity.

Conclusion. Thus, to avoid “manipulation” with the international law and with criteria of
international recognition of subjects in the interests of the politics of some world unions, it is necessary to
transform and codify the institution of international legal recognition.
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
