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The attachment theory assumes that internal working models of Self and Others are connected with
four styles of attachment: secure, preoccupied, dismissing and fearful. Attachment styles can influence the
tendency to test jealousy.

The purpose is to detect differences in the relations of attachment styles and communicative reactions
to jealousy.

Material and methods. As a material results of the correlation analysis of styles of attachment and
communicative reactions to jealousy served. The following complex of psychodiagnostic methods is used
in the paper: Scale of Adult Attachment and Communicative Reactions to Jealousy.

Findings and their discussion. In the article it is pointed out that irrespective of the status in close
relations of individuals with secure attachment style in a situation causing jealousy, the tendency to
integrative communications and avoiding rival contacts is distinguished; individuals with dismissing
attachment style exhibit a negative affective expression, preference of compensatory restoration, refusal
of rival contacts and violent forms of interaction with partners; individuals with the preoccupied
attachment style — strategy of a negative affective expression and avoidance/denial, individuals with
fearful attachment style — rejection of violent forms of communications and use of threats.



Conclusion. The romantic individuals with preoccupied and dismissing attachment styles and marital
individuals with dismissing attachment style most intensively and variously react to the situation of
jealousy provocation. The partners which are both in romantic and marital relations with various
attachments types are distinguished by certain jealous reactions.
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
