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Tourism is a collective economic sphere and by its nature has a social and economic orientation. An
important role in the development of tourism is plated by the tourist and recreational complex, which is
the basis for the creation of tourist and recreational zones of regional destination.

The purpose of the article is to study the current state and analyze the regional structure of the tourist
and recreational complex of Belarus.



Material and methods. The information and empirical base of the research was the official statistics
of the National Statistical Committee of the Republic of Belarus, the Internet resources, works of scientists
and other information materials contained in scientific publications. The applied methods are analysis and
synthesis, comparison, induction, system analysis, rank method.

Findings and their discussion. The article examines the concept of recreation from the point of view
of social content, substantiates the need for recreational activities of the population, in accordance with
which, analyzes some elements of the regional structure of the tourist and recreational complex of the
Republic of Belarus. Based on the results of the comparison using the rank method, the features of the
construction of objects of the tourism industry and the recreational structure in regions are clearly shown,
shortcomings are identified, and ways of the development of regional tourist destinations are proposed.

Conclusion. In the course of the study, the regional unevenness of the distribution of tourist and
recreational facilities was revealed, taking into account the territorial selectivity of tourist activity. Hotels
and similar accommodation facilities in the Republic of Belarus in 2019 are not fully occupied. The main
efforts at the regional level should be directed at increasing the share of tourists, which will facilitate the
loading of accommodation facilities and lead to an increase in the consumption of goods and services
within the region. According to the ranking, Minsk turned out to be the most attractive: in terms of the
number of tourist organizations, in terms of hotel occupancy rates, in terms of the growth rate of tourists
accommodated in accommodation facilities provided by individual entrepreneurs. The infrastructure of
the tourist and recreational complex of Mogilev and Gomel Regions is not sufficiently developed and in
demand. However, the resource base of the tourist and recreational complex of Belarus makes it possible
to intensify activities to create an attractive image of the country as a whole and the regions as well.
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
