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The term «stereotype» developed in the 1920-ies on the basis of sociology and social psychology. It
further became the subject of the analysis from the point of view of theory of communication, ethnology,
history of literature and culture, philosophy of language; and currently has an interdisciplinary
character.

The purpose of this research is to determine the features of the stereotype as a component of the
language culture of the population of Belarusian Poozerye (on the material of traditional nicknames).

Material and methods. The material of this research was the database resulting from the
questionnaires of the people of Belarusian Poozerye. To achieve this purpose the following methods have
been used: descriptive analytical, comparative and elements of quantitative calculation.



Findings and their discussion. The research discusses the term of «stereotype», examines various
definitions and features of it. In the result of the analysis of the questionnaire information, we revealed
certain stereotypes, which are connected with some traditional nicknames of the people of Belarusian
Poozerye. Usually such nicknames are given to non pedigree, even stray pets; they are frequent (for
example, nickname Vaska is used 117 times in different regions of the territory, Barsik — 84 times, Murka
— 78 times etc.) and occupy a central place in the zoonymicon of Belarusian Poozerye (they take 61% of
the total studied material).

Conclusion. The main role in shaping stereotypes is played by the frequency of certain traditional pet
names, often expressed in more prolonged human contacts with pets than with other objects, that
accordingly results in their stereotyping.
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
