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The main feature of the Bible which distinguishes it from other literary works and attaches ultimate
authority to it, is its divine inspiration. It is understood as the supernatural, Divine inspiration which led
writers of the Holy Scripture  to the highest perfection, protected them from mistakes, reported



revelations to them, directed all course of their work, thanks to what this work was not a product of the
human, but the work of God.

The research purpose is consideration of a concept about Holy Scripture divine inspiration, the
analysis of the main historical stages and features of the doctrine about the Holy Scripture inspiration in
Ancient Church.

Material and methods. The material for the research is the Holy Scripture of the Old and New
Testaments, the writing of Holy fathers and teachers of Orthodox Church. The main methods of the
research are methods of scientific analysis and synthesis.

Findings and their discussion. The main stages of the development of the doctrine about the Holy
Scripture inspiration in Ancient Church are: the era of apostolic fathers (1 A.D.), the era of apologists of
the 2nd century, the beginning of the era of the so-called gold patristic writing (the birth of Alexandria
and Antioch theological schools, 3-4 centuries A.D.) The main feature of the doctrine about divine
inspiration of this era is gradual transition from «verbaly, mechanical understanding 0of inspiration to
the recognition of a human element in it.

The concept about the Holy Scripture divine inspiration, the main source of spiritual education of the
person, is considered in the article. It is analyzed how this concept is revealed in the Bible, and also the
factors, influencing the process of writing the sacred text, are determined. The main stages and features
of the development of the doctrine about the Holy Scripture divine inspiration in Ancient Church are
researched.

Conclusion. The Bible is both the Word of God and the word of human. The divine Revelation passed
in it through the prism of the identity of her authors, living people who belonged to certain eras, were
influenced by the environment, thinking and views of contemporaries. The doctrine about the Holy
Scripture divine inspiration in Ancient Church passed several stages which are characterized by certain
features in the development.
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
