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After the collapse of the USSR a lot of independent states emerged on the post Soviet space. At present
they undergo radical social and cultural transformations which are accompanied by re-interpretation of
the historical past and creation of the new national historical narrative. All this influences the content of
historical conscience of people, young people first of all.

The purpose of the article is to find out typical features of the social and cultural image of students in
Belarusian-Russian borderline area and identify the role of historical conscience in their shaping.

Material and methods. The research material is data of a sociological questionnaire which was
conducted among graduates and students doing their Master’s Degree at Vitebsk State P.M. Masherov
University in the spring of 2016. 500 students were questioned. General logical methods of collection,



generalization and analysis of the obtained empirical material were used. The methodological basis is
made up by general research methods: analysis, synthesis, comparison and generalization.

Findings and their discussion. Basic value landmarks of students in the Belarusian-Russian
borderline area are identified (political, moral, linguistic, and historical). Students’ attitudes to the
history of their nation as well as the state of the national self-identification are found out; a sketch
«social and culturaly portrait of students is made.

Conclusion. The research findings indicate that national identity for many of the respondents is not a
significant factor, while the political component prevails in the content of patriotism and national self-
consciousness of Belarusian students. Contemporary youth know little about the history of their past and
the Belarusian language; they are not interested in the state of cross border cooperation of Belarus and
Russia. The research conclusions can be taken into account during the elaboration of youth policy and
while creating social programs on youth issues.
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
