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At the beginning of the 20th century Russian and German philosophers were longing for the
reconsideration of the doctrines of the previous generations. They appealed to studying and popularizing
the achievements of the philosophical thought. The biggest impact on the development of Russian
philosophy belonged to German philosophical tradition. Theworks of German philosophers were popular
among Russian scientists. Besides, their doctrines had a great influence on public thought and opinion of
the Russian Empire. Russian philosophers and theologians researched and described actively in their
articles in the «boeocrosckuu secmuuk» and other editions the main branches and achievements of
German philosophy. In this respect, the point of view of Russian secular scientist, P.V. Tihomirov, who
was tightly connected with the ecclesiastical society, is of great interest and importance.

Purpose of the article — to analyze P.V. Tihomirov’s assessment of German philosophy of 18th—19th
centuries based on the articles of the «boeociosckuil 6eCmHUK».

Material and methods. The paper is based on P.V. Tihomirov’s articles in the «bozocrosckui
secmnuky, which are devoted to German philosophy. The methodological background of the research is
made up of historical method, system analysis, objectivity, and the method of context analysis.

Findings and their discussions. German philosophy had a great impact not only on P.V. Tihomirov's
world-view, but on his becoming a secular scientist as well. P.V. Tihomirov believed that the main
peculiar feature of the development of German philosophy at the beginning of the 20th century was its
freedom. «Academic freedomy, as P.V. Tihomirov thought, had two main aspects: «the freedom of
teaching» and «the freedom of learningy. He mentioned that the influence of «academic freedomy on the
development of German philosophy of the end of 19th — the beginning of 20th century had two sides: it
influenced 1) the process of working out philosophical doctrines and the development of philosophical
systems; and 2) their dissemination. In his opinion, German philosophy mainly could be called «school
philosophy», while this term couldn’t be used dealing with French or English philosophies. Investigating
the main ideas of different philosophers P.V. Tihomirov determined the main trends in the development of
German philosophy. He believed that striving for the absolute truth made the history of philosophy a real
field of action, where the very essence of the philosophy could be shown completely.

Conclusion. In the «bococrosckuii éecmuuky» P.V. Tihomirov actively studied the main branches of
German philosophy. He researched not only the doctrines of the representatives of German philosophy,
but he also defined the methodology and the principles, on which their world-view was based. His
studying at the theological seminary in Tula, followed by studying at Moscow theological academy,
determined his wish to devote his life to religious philosophy. Religion was one of the main spheres in his
creative work. However, P.V. Tihomirov’s studying of German philosophy enabled him to become a
secular scientist.
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
