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The study highlights the research of the material and technical supply of the formations of the people’s
avengers, which directly influenced the numerical growth of the partisan movement on the territory of
Belarus during the Great Patriotic War.

The purpose of the article is to assess the material and technical supply as one of the most important
factors ensuring the numerical growth of the partisan movement on the territory of Belarus during the
Great Patriotic War.



Material and methods. The information contained in the memoirs of the Head of the Belarusian
Headquarters of the partisan movement P.Z. Kalinin, as well as documents of the National Archive of
the Republic of Belarus was used in the article. Both general scientific and special historical methods
were used in the course of work.

Findings and their discussion. The numerical growth of partisan detachments directly depended on
material and technical supplies since the beginning of the war. Partisan formations had to restrict the
admittance of recruits due to the shortage of weapons already in 1942. This led to both the emergence of
the partisan reserve, and the emergence of a layer of under-armed or unarmed fighters in the formations
of the national avengers. In the subsequent 1943 and 1944 the problem of the deficiency in armaments in
partisan formations was not completely solved, which, in its turn, did not allow the arming and including
of all volunteers in the detachments and brigades. However, even in conditions of the deficit of weapons
and ammunition, by 1944 the guerrillas had become a force comparable in number and combat
capability to those of the regular army.

Conclusion. It was determined in the course of the work that the organization of a full-scale material
and technical supply of the national avengers was one of the most important conditions for the expansion
of the scope of Partisan warfare, since timely provision of ammunition, weapons and equipment had a
direct impact on the numerical growth and strengthening of the combat capabilities of partisan
formations.
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
