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Studies of historical memory occupy one of the main points on the agenda of contemporary social and
humanitarian knowledge. Memory research goes far beyond the narrow academic community; it forms an
agenda for broad public debate and claims the status of a new paradigm of our era, which Pier Nora
called the «era of commemorationy.

The purpose of the article is to identify important trends in contemporary studies of historical memory
that set the methodological framework for the interpretation of cultural phenomena of the past and
present.

Material and methods. Sources of research are represented by modern sociohumanitarian theories
and paradigms devoted to the analysis of the topical content of historical memory, the factors of its
natural and/or artificial reproduction, modification, etc. The conducted research is based on methods of
system and comparative analysis.



Findings and their discussion. The dialectical complementarity of historiographic and biographical
approaches to the study of content and mechanisms of historical memory reproduction is showed.
Historical memory is re-presented as a narrative of social identity, which is constructed on the base of
the moral interpretation of historical events. It is revealed that the emphasis on values in the
interpretation of past events is directly related to the globalization of the historical narrative.

Conclusion. The main trends of contemporary studies of historical memory are formulated: the
complementarity of historiographical and biographical approaches; socially constructed character of
historical memory; globalization and focus on the values of historical narrative.
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
