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Nowadays remonstrate practices are shifted on the Internet which is less standardized than all other
spheres and public institutions.

The purpose of the article is to analyze communicative tactics of social and political protest in social
networks.

Material and methods. The research material is text extracts from the Ukrainian language Facebook
social network the analysis of which was conducted with the application of the method of discourse
analysis. Discourse analysis was aimed at studying cognitive and pragmatic conditions of the
reproduction of socially significant ideas and objects, at language constructing the phenomena, at their
positioning in social networks.

Findings and their discussion. Since communicative strategy is a particular task of any social action
it seems to be important to research the specificity of social networks users’ choice of communicative
tactics for the implementation of the strategy of social and political protest. Social networks’
characteristic feature is the use of communicative tactics of open opposition and active expression of
protest: accusation, assessment, threat, incentive for protest. Tactics are implemented through a series of



communicative techniques. The communicative strategy of social and political protest is directly related
to criticism and sometimes even to total denial of existing norms and values in society.

Conclusion. Social networks are a modern tool used for activating protest state of public opinion,
coordinating protesters’ actions, informing the public about current events. Detailed study of protest
activity manifestations on Internet communications may provide special interest.
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
