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The Republic of Belarus along with Ukraine represents one of the key states, providing transit of
energy sources from the Russian Federation to the European Union. In 2006-2014, Belarus retained an
important status of a transit country, but the development of the EU’s energy policy, stipulating search
for alternative oil and gas supply routes that bypass transit countries, could affect the role of Belarus in
providing European energy security.



The goal of the article is to identify the role of the Republic of Belarus in the EU’s energy policy in
2006-2014.

Material and methods. This article is based on the analysis of a wide range of political and legal
documents related to the energy policy of the European Union and Republic of Belarus as well as
statistical data, confirming the role and place of the Belarusian state in the transit of hydrocarbons from
Russia to the EU. The following methods were applied: narrative, comparative, historical-genetic and
system.

Findings and their discussion. In 2006-2014, Belarus-Russia relations were marked by two
significant disputes that jeopardized oil and gas supplies to the European Union. However, during this
period hydrocarbon supplies through the Belarusian territory remained at quiet a high level, and the
European Commission repeatedly highlighted the important role of Belarus in providing security of
supply. In 2009 the Republic of Belarus joined the «Eastern Partnershipy initiative and started to
participate in its energy platform, however, in general it did not result in intensification of interaction
between Belarus and the EU in the field of energy.

In 2006-2014, the Republic of Belarus faced a number of favourable factors that could contribute to
its position in the oil and gas transport system of Europe. The European Union, having acknowledged the
role of Belarus in the provision of the energy security of the Member States, initiated cooperation with the
Belarusian state in the energy area under the «Eastern Partnershipy, although in 2006-2014 it was
limited to consultations and technical assistance as part of the INOGATE programme.

Conclusion. The untapped capacity of the «Eastern Partnershipy energy platform and weak
Belarusian interest in  the corresponding projects could be attributed to the complicated nature of
political relations between the EU and Belarus as well as the lack of political will to intensify
cooperation in the field of energy.
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
