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The article examines the artistic image of the Belarusian peasantry, draws attention to the realities of
Polissia life in the western regions of the Russian Empire in the eighties of the XIX century.

The aim of the research is to trace the peculiarities of the formation of the Belarusian stereotyped
character in the nineteenth-century Russian culture and its artistic embodiment in the literature of that
period.

Material and methods. The material for the study was critical and artistic literature of the XIX
century. The main research methods are the concrete historical, the comparative historical and the
descriptive.

Findings and their discussion. After the division of the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth and the
entry of the Belarusian lands into the Russian Empire, the formation of the Belarusian national stereotype
began, which aimed at the complete identification of the Belarusian and Russian peoples. The article
considers the public reaction to the policy of Russification in the territory of Belarus and the peculiarities
of the embodiment of the Belarusian stereotype in the XIX century literature.



Conclusion. N. Lanskaya’s novel reflected the features of the Belarusian people perception
corresponding the stereotype and official ideology aimed at Russification of Western Lands.
