Semantic Features of the Artionymy of Belarusian Poozerye (Lake District):
the Problem of Typology
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In the late XX - early XXI century onomastics scholars paid special attention to the study of onomastic
periphery which includes artionymy. In spite of the great potential of the name of a work of art as a
source of information this sector of onomastic space is still little investigated.

The aim of the research is to reveal the semantic features of the artionymy of the Belarusian
Poozerye, identifying basic thematic groups of names.

Material and methods. The material was the names of paintings by the artists of the Vitebsk region.
The main methods are the descriptive, the comparative method, the method of component analysis.

Findings and their discussion. Artists paint significant places which bear cultural and historical
information. As a component of names, onyme vocabulary is used related to different objects. Therefore,
the analysis involves some difficulties. The analysis made it possible to classify the artionyms associated
with Vitebsk into thematic groups.

Conclusion. In the artionymy, information about the depicted object is recorded. The names of
paintings, reflecting the urban space of Vitebsk, are divided into thematic groups: names of linear objects
and squares, blocks, parks, reservoirs, water bodies, spot objects, suburban settlements.
