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Combating white collar crimes is the necessary element of stable and effective activity of
administrative bodies. The historical experience of the BSSR accumulated in this sphere has not got any
reflection in Belarusian historiography yet.

The purpose of the research is to identify the role of political campaigns of the 1920s, which were
conducted by Belarusian Party and Soviet leadership, in combating white collar crimes.

Material and methods. The article is prepared on the basis of the analysis mainly of materials of the
National Archive of the Republic of Belarus. The scientific principles of historicism and systemic nature,
general scientific and specifically-historical methods are used.

Findings and their discussion. In the 1920s combating white collar crimes was conducted within the
framework of political campaigns. For the Party and Soviet leadership on all levels white collar crimes
were not considered a system phenomenon, inherent in any state, but a temporal, related to the initial
stage of building a new society. In this connection combating white collar crimes in the investigated



period was estimated foremost from the point of view of its political results, that is purging Soviet
administrative bodies from "class-alien” elements.

Conclusion. Political purging campaigns were considered in the 1920s to be the universal method of
overcoming of reasons of white collar crimes, their effective prophylaxis, as well as forming of a new,
Soviet type of a worker.
