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The dynamics of social and cultural development in the context of global civilizational
transformations acquires a complex, non-linear character. The epochs of cardinal transformations of the
economic, political, institutional and cultural foundations of the society, when the change of the dominant
line of cultural and civilizational development occurs, are characterized as "unstable”, "crisis",
accompanied by destructive changes and escalation of risks.

The purpose of the article is identification of the role of value and normative factors in the processes
of social and cultural transformations and the dynamics of the social and cultural development of modern
modernizing societies, as well as explication of the ambivalent nature of the crisis phenomenon.

Material and methods. The empirical basis of the research was representative modern concepts of
social and cultural transformations of both domestic and western social philosophers, in which emphasis
is placed on the role of value and normative factors in the processes of social development. The
attainment of this goal was carried out with the support of philosophical, scientific and general methods
of research, as well as a systematic approach.

Findings and their discussion. The crisis periods in social dynamics are characterized by a violation
of the established norms and standards of the development of society: the intensity of cultural, social and
economic conflicts increases and the social and cultural balance is violated. The phenomenon of crisis in
the dynamics of social and cultural development is directly related to restructuring, delegitimizing of the
normative system of society. Obviously, therefore, that attempts of at institutional change in the social
structure of society must be preceded by a "revolution of consciousness”, changes in the sphere of value
structuring of social being. At the same time, it should also be taken into account that the phenomenon of
crisis is immanent to the social and cultural dynamics as such.

Conclusion. It is essential to understand that the ambivalent nature of the crisis and the associated
phenomena of social dynamics contribute to the holistic development of the society. Implementing, first of
all, its destructive potential, the crisis, at the same time, is a manageable process for the transformation
of the value hierarchy and the system of social relations, fulfilling an important structure-forming role,
constituting a new social order and rendering a fundamental influence on the formation of a holistic
integration space of the society.
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
