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Decomposition of the USSR resulted in considerable changes in international relations. Only one
superpower remained in the world — the USA, while a new geopolitical reality, post-Soviet space
appeared in place of the USSR. The policy of Moscow and Washington regarding New Independent States
(NIS) during the last decade of the XX century is considered in the article.

The purpose of the article is to disclose the role and the place of post-Soviet space in the Russian-
American relations in the 1990-s.

Material and methods. The paper is based on sources on the foreign policy of the Russian Federation
(RF) as well as researches by Russian and Western authors with the application of general scientific and
special historical methods.

Findings and their discussion. In the 1990-s post-Soviet space became the arena of geopolitical
competition between Russia and the USA. This happened due to the fact that national interests of Moscow
and Washington in the post-bipolar world did not coincide. It took some years for the Russian leadership
to understand America’s unwillingness to acknowledge RF as an equal power. This understanding by
Kremlin resulted in gradual strengthening of Russian opposition to American interference into the post-
Soviet space.

Conclusion. Consequently, Russia’s policy on the post-Soviet space in the 1990-s to a great extent
depended on the relations with the USA. While Moscow was departing from pro-Western orientation the
region was becoming the sphere of Russian-American competition.
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
