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The accent of the policy of the Republic of Belarus on establishing the historical truth about
the events of the Great Patriotic War actualizes the study of the period of the Nazi occupation of
Polotsk (from July 16, 1941 to July 4, 1944) and its consequences for the economic
infrastructure and social sphere of the town, which became the place of practical realization of
the Nazi «new ordery.

The purpose of the research is to analyze the content of the Nazi occupational policy and its
consequences for the economic infrastructure and social sphere of Polotsk.

Material and methods. The archival materials of the Zonal State Archive of Polotsk, the State
Archive of Vitebsk Region, the National Archives of the Republic of Belarus, as well as published
scientific researches, historical essays and historical and documentary chronicles of Polotsk
served as sources for the work. The study of the problem is conducted in accordance with the



basic methods of historical science (historical-genetic, historical-typological, historical-
systemic, descriptive, and diachronic).

Findings and their discussions. The material damage to the town economy and housing fund,
the healthcare system, education and culture, Polotsk industry is considered. A sharp decrease
in the urban population of Polotsk during the Nazi occupation is pointed out.

Conclusion. It is concluded that the Nazi occupation of Polotsk was practical implementation
of the «new ordery in the town. The exploitation regime of material and human resources, terror
and genocide established in Polotsk revealed the entire misanthropic nature of the ideology and
practice of Nazism.
