Vitebsk Jewish Pedagogical School in the 1920-s

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The role of Jewish population in the history of Vitebsk Region attracts the attention of
historians, local culture researchers, and art critics. In 1921 Vitebsk Jewish Pedagogical School
was founded.

The purpose of the article is to show the maturation process of the Jewish Pedagogical
School in Vitebsk and characterize everyday life of would-be “red teachers” in the 1920-s.

Material and methods. Materials of the State Archive of Vitebsk Region were used in the
research. The methodological base is made up by principles of historicism, objectivity, system



approach while treating facts and phenomena. The problem and chronological principle of
structuring the material was used.

Findings and their discussion. Before the Revolution children of Jews went to religious
schools. The Jewish section of Vitebsk Region Communist Party Committee initiated struggle
against heeders most of which were closed in the early 1920-s. Soviet schools in Yiddish were set
up instead of traditional religious education. To train “red teachers” in 1921 Vitebsk Jewish
Pedagogical School was opened. Social and class admittance criteria were used. The school,
which was a Soviet educational establishment aimed at Sovietization of Jewish youth, trained
representatives of all parts of the BSSR, RSFSR and USSR.

Conclusion. Vitebsk Jewish Pedagogical School promoted education of Jewish youth by
training “red teachers” who incorporated Soviet ideology. Teaching was in Yiddish, the content
of education was Soviet and was improved during the 1920-s. The curriculum contained a
Hebrew Culture course but there was no Hebrew History. Attempts to teach Hebrew at least as
an optional course failed. Life and study conditions of students, who mainly came from poor
settlement families, were appalling. The School students participated in promoting Soviet anti-
religious rites; they were Pioneer Organization workers, they also did culture education work in
the Red Army units. The School training contributed to social mobility and changed life.
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
