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Cooperation of the Belarusian state with the Russian Orthodox Church institutions in many
spheres as well as search for further ways of optimizing the relationships makes the revival of the
historical experience necessary nowadays.

The purpose of the work is characterizing the features of the legal status and economic activities of
the Russian Orthodox Church monasteries in the BSSR in 1958-1990.

Material and methods. The source base of the research is documents of the Foundation-in-Charge
of the Council of the Russian Orthodox Church (ROC) of the National Archive of the Republic of
Belarus and foundation-in-charge at Region Administrations at the Vitebsk and other Regions’ State
Archives, Polotsk District Archive. The work is based on the methodological principles of objectivity,
historicism, social approach and a comprehensive study of the issue as well as the general scientific
methods of analysis and synthesis, induction and deduction.



Findings and their discussion. The activities in the BSSR in the late 1950-s — 1960-s resulted in
the fact that monasteries were deprived of their land and property. Authorities hampered natural
enrichment of monasteries; freedom of faith was violated. As a result two monasteries were closed, the
monks moved into the remaining Zhirovichi monastery. Between the late 1960-s and 1990 authorities
went on limiting the property situation and divine service life of the monastery. With the late 1980-s
changes gradual normalization of monastery life and its revival started.

Conclusion. Situation and operation of ROC monasteries in the BSSR in the considered period
were conditioned by the state policy regarding church institutions. During the anti-religious campaign
of the late 1950-s — 1960-s changes, which were included into the normative base, resulted in a
considerable damage to the monastic organization structure. In the following years Zhirovichi
monastery was in poor condition; this was up to the considerable changes of the late 1980-s which
were connected with the changes in the state policy.
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
