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After WW 11 in 1945-1955 Austria was under occupation by the USSR, the USA, Great Britain and
France.

The aim of this article is to analyze the major milestones of British occupation policy in Austria
and find differences between British and American policies.

Material and methods. During the research the governmental documents of the National Archive
of Great Britain, and the US Department of State are analysed. During the research the logical
methods (analysis, synthesis, comparison) are used. Also, the historical methods, such as the problem
and chronological method, the normative and interpretative method, the methods of historical
comparison and historical and genetic method are applied.

Findings and their discussion. The key goal of the policy of Great Britain towards Austria was the
conclusion of the State Treaty and the withdrawal of troops. In order to achieve these aims, the efforts
of British diplomacy were attempted to include Austria into political and economic unions of Western
Europe, though since 1954 Austria aspired to become neutral. That is thought to be the main
difference of British policy and American policy, as the latter considered Austria and its territory only
from the point of military strategy, striving to involve Austria in the military block. Great Britain took
an effort to turn Austria into an economically independent country.



Conclusion. The United Kingdom strived to include Austria into western integration unions in
order to prevent Austria from falling under the Soviet influence. On the other hand, after WWII Great
Britain faced economic difficulties and internal politic struggle, which hampered active oversees
policy.
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
