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The history of Indian-Pakistani relations is full of examples of violent resolution of political
problems. In 1948, a Muslim extremist killed Mahatma Gandhi. However, acts of individual terror are
not the only typical feature of Indian-Pakistani relations. In 1947, as a result of the division of British
India into India and Pakistan, both conflicting parties resorted to ethnic cleansing. The modern stage
in the history of the use of terrorist methods to solve local problems in Indian-Pakistani relations took
place at the beginning of the 1990s. At that time, a large number of Islamic radicals from Afghanistan



arrived in Pakistan to conduct jihad against India in the state of Jammu and Kashmir. The territory of
this controversial state remains the epicenter of terrorist confrontation methods.

The purpose of this article is to describe the influence of the terrorist factor on Indian-Pakistani
relations.

Material and methods. Scientific literature and periodicals provide us with a significant piece of
factual information about the use of terrorist methods as a means to influence the enemy side. The
methods used in this article are the problem-chronological method (to systematize the periodization of
modern history of terrorism use in Indian-Pakistani relations), the critical method (to analyze the
historiography of this problem).

Findings and their discussion. In the 1990s, terrorism emerged, primarily in Kashmir. Islamic
radicalization becomes a significant factor of Pakistani internal politics in this period. Islamic
radicals become the main competitors of Pakistani army in the struggle for power. Pakistani
intelligence tried to use the radicals in confrontation with India. This fact discredited the image of
Pakistan on the international arena, even before September 11, 2001.

Kashmir remains the pain zone of terrorist penetration in the early 21-st century. Pakistan is trying
to prove its willingness o fight terrorism on the global scale. The evidence base of India’s accusations
of Pakistan for supporting Islamic terrorism is used to neutralize Pakistan’s influence on the world
arena. The terrorist factor is a threat to the security of Pakistani nuclear potential.

Conclusions. This problem represents Pakistan as a «falling state» balancing between military
dictatorship and the establishment of a radical Islamic order. The terrorism factor negatively
influences the positioning of Pakistan in its relations with the US and China. The effectiveness of
Pakistan’s domestic and foreign policies depends on the ability of its secular authorities to counter
terrorism.
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
