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The Latin American region has traditionally taken a prominent place in Washington’s foreign
policy. However, in different years the foreign policy of the United States towards the countries of
Latin America had its own peculiarities. Therefore, the article makes an attempt to retrospectively
analyze the US policy in this area.

The purpose of the article is to trace in general outline the evolution of Washington’s Latin
American policy from the XIX to middle of the XX centuries and to find out what place this region
occupied among American national priorities.

Material and methods. This paper is based on the official US documents and publications of
Ukrainian, Russian and American authors with the application of general scientific and especially
historical methods of research.

Findings and their discussion. The analysis is provided to the factors that influenced its formation
and determined the nature of its qualitative changes in the given period. A general description of the
main orientation of the U.S. Foreign Policy is made for the purpose of determining the place of the
Latin American region within the national priorities of the United States of America.



Conclusion. In the X1X — middle of the XX centuries the US policy towards the countries of Latin
America underwent certain changes. As a result of the research the author proposes to mark out the
two conditional stages of the U.S. Policy in Latin America in the XIX — middle of the XX centuries. The
first one began with the process of shaping the American State System based on the principles of
isolationism and was specified by the dominance of the Latin American orientation within the U.S.
Foreign Policy. The second stage covers the period from the end of the Second World War to the early
1960s featuring a shift in the priority focus of the U.S. Foreign Policy caused by the factors of the U.S.
— Soviet confrontation during the Cold War.
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
