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Increasing penetration of the virtual environment into the life of a person is due to immersion in it
of the person. The invention and dissemination of the Internet and other technological improvements
are implemented so fundamentally, that a rollback to the old technological order is impossible, or at
least fatal.

Conclusion. The need for information space, taking into account the social nature of a person,
turns into an objective one, since modern socialization involves some degree of virtualization of the
individual. However, social control of the virtual environment is necessary to prevent
commodification, dehumanization, depersonalization and diminishing human potential.
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
