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Contemporary history of Belarusian — Russian relations has lasted for two and a half decades. The
cooperation between Belarus and Russia today is of strategic character and develops in different
directions. While the most successful spheres of the interaction of the two countries are the foreign
policy and the defense directions. This is explained by the influence of the outer factor, namely by the
actions of the West on the strengthening the geopolitical influence in the world which promotes the
consolidation of Russia and Belarus.

The purpose of the article is to consider the influence of the Western factor on the development of
the Belarusian — Russian relations in the post-Soviet period.

Material and methods. The paper is based on information sources and on the available studies by
Belarusian, Russian and Western authors with the application of general scientific and special
historical methods.

Findings and their discussion. Actions of the West on the advance to the East as well as attempts
of the USA, EU and NATO to dictate their conditions to Minsk and Moscow promoted Belarusian —
Russian nearing. The outer factor consolidates Belarus and Russia with the aim to confront a potential



danger, the example of which is the coordination of the foreign and defense policy of the two
countries. At the same time the countries have their national interests, which often results in their own
vision of the urgent issues of the global policy, which, in some cases, causes Belarusian — Russian
misunderstanding. However, Belarus and Russia are, on the whole, closest strategic partners which
consider Western policy to be potentially dangerous, which requires proper responses.

Conclusion. Conclusion is made that actions of the West promote Belarusian — Russian nearing. It
is the military strategic cooperation of Belarus and Russia which is their most successful sphere of
interaction.
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
