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Despite the attention of domestic scientists to the newest period of national history, a lot of
questions of the activity of the state security bodies of the BSSR remain poorly studied. This explains
the currency of the research issue. The analysis of the situation in the territory of the BSSR in 1944—
1990, the identification and characterization of its main features, which had an impact on the
organization and activities of the state security bodies, contributes to the further scientific study of the
history of Belarus.



The purpose of the study is to analyze the situation in the territory of the BSSR in 1944-1990, to
single out and characterize its main features which influenced the organization and activities of state
security bodies.

Material and methods. The research is based on the systemic principles, on the principles of
objectivity and historicism. To reach the goal the author used general scientific methods (analysis,
synthesis, generalization, deductive, logical) and special historical methods (historical-genetic,
comparative-historical, retrospective etc.).

Findings and their discussion. Until the late 1950’s the activities of the state security bodies were
largely conditioned by a combination of real and potential external and internal threats that were
destabilizing the situation connected to a prolonged occupation, during which an extensive network of
German special services was established on the territory of the Republic, as well as by a complex
social and economic situation, the repressive domestic policy, historical features of the development of
the BSSR and geopolitical situation. During the period under study, along with the domestic political
situation, the organization and activities of the state security agencies were influenced by the
development of the international situation.

Conclusion. On the whole, the activities of state security bodies of the BSSR were to a great extent
influenced by processes and events which took place in the Republic.
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
