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Historiography on the restoration, organizational strengthening and functioning of the public
union Belarusian Red Cross Organization in the liberated from German fascist occupants Republic is
analyzed in the article. It is pointed out that up to the mid 1960-s national historiography on the issue
was represented mainly by publications by practical workers which were mainly of publicist rather
than scientific character. From the late 1960-s to 1991 historiography on the topic of Red Cross in
Belarus was complemented by an insignificant number of reviews and dissertation works but there
was no wholesome concept of the issue in the post-War Soviet historiography.

The purpose of the article is to identify the shaped historiography of the post-War rehabilitation
and development of Red Cross in the BSSR, to analyze most significant literature on the issue and give
grounds for the necessity in the research of its manifold activities between 1944 and 1991.

Material and methods. Most outstanding publications by Russian and Belarusian authors which
reflect the activities of the USSR Red Cross and Red Crescent Organization and the BSSR Red Cross
Organization between 1944 and 1991 are analyzed in the article. The authors relied on the principles
of objectivity and historicism. The historical comparative and the historical system methods were
used.

Findings and their discussion. Analysis of historical literature confirms that this topic was
differently interpreted. The activities of the Red Cross in traditional humanitarian events on
preservation and restoration of public health was considered by authors within the limits of official
ideology. Gradually, following the end of the Great Patriotic War, the ruling regime was getting
milder; consequently, the authors’ definition of the place and the role of the subject in the social and
political system was transformed. At the same time, a lot of aspects of the direct participation of
central, local and primary sections of the Red Cross Organization of the Republic in solving state
problems on creating and improving the sanitary component of the country, health protection of its
population are still little studied in Belarusian history.

Conclusion. The analysis of the historiography on the participation of the BSSR Red Cross
Organization in solving medical and social problems (1944-1991) makes it possible to conclude that
this topic isn’t still sufficiently considered. Between 1940-s and 1960-s papers were mostly of publicist
character. Their activities were most often seen in the context of the Union structure, the USSR Red
Cross and Red Crescent Organization. Works of that period were limited by the social order and
portioned information. In the late 1960-s the history of the development of the BSSR Red Cross
Organization interested native authors. The historiography base on organizational maturation and
development of the BSSR Red Cross Organization, which had been shaped by then, was completed by
some papers which are of some scientific significance and can become the material for further
objective study of the issue.
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
