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At the beginning of the 21st century the number of Ukrainians in Portugal began to increase
rapidly. Therefore, both Ukrainian and Portuguese researchers started to search the genesis of
Ukrainians in Portugal, as well as the factors of the formation of the Ukrainian national community in
this country. Neither historical nor cultural ties united Ukraine and Portugal. Even so the combination
of unfavorable political, social and psychological causes of social life in Ukraine «stimulatedy
Ukrainians to immigration to Portugal. On the other hand the needs of the Portuguese economy and
the loyalty of the Portuguese legislation and the host society created favorable conditions under which
Portugal became the ultimate destination for Ukrainians. Powerful arguments for the Ukrainian
emigration to Portugal, in front of other European countries, were the simplified legalization
procedure and bilateral agreements between both countries that promote employment, adaptation,
integration and reintegration of Ukrainian immigrants.

The purpose of the article is to study the formation of the Ukrainian national community in
Portugal at the late 20’s — the beginning of the 21 st century.

Material and methods. This research is based on the totality of the scientific principles such as
historicism, integrity and objectivity. The general scientific methods were also used: analysis,
synthesis, induction, deduction, comparison, and generalization. In addition, methods of comparative
historical and comparative political analysis were applied.

Findings and their discussion. At the beginning of the 21’st century a number of unfavorable
conditions pushed the citizens of Ukraine into international migration processes. Within these
international processes, such factors as migration amnesties and the introduction of the new labor
laws, which increased the opportunities for legal employment, attracted a lot of Ukrainian emigrants.
Particularly to Portugal where these factors combined with the Portuguese economy and the labor
market needs. As a result, Ukrainian national community in Portugal was formed and its activities
required regulation at the interstate legislative level. In this regard, in the early 2000’s a number of
bilateral treaties between Portugal and Ukraine were signed and implemented, aimed at strengthening
social security, proper legal protection and integration of migrants from both countries into the host
society.

Conclusion. Thus, the formation of the Ukrainian national community in Portugal began in the
early 200’s. Ukrainians were encouraged to emigrate by a number of economic factors and pan-
European migration trends, which had a beneficial effect on the decision of Ukrainians to immigrate
to Portugal. It coincided with Portuguese domestic economic needs, and led to the conclusion of
certain bilateral treaties between Portugal and Ukraine in the migration sphere.
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
