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The history of bilateral relations between Belarus and Sweden has more than two decades. After
the establishment of the diplomatic relations in early 1992, the Belarusian-Swedish cooperation has
undergone three periods of development, actively carried out in the political, economic, social and
cultural as well as other spheres.



The purpose of the article is to analyse the history of the establishment and development of
bilateral relations and define the stages in the development of these relations.

Material and methods. The development of the criteria for periodization is based on changes in the
policy of the European Union (EU) and Sweden in relation to Belarus, which have been determined by
the common approaches and projects of the European Union and internal political processes in
Belarus.

It should be mentioned that the author has already attempted to identify the periods of the
Belarusian-Swedish relations. During the discussion, the author has come to an understanding of the
necessity to identify three major historical periods based on the important events of the Belarusian-
European political relations. At the same time, the author admits that this periodization is not ideal.
However, it is the most acceptable, given it corresponds to the logic of the historical process and is
based on the principles of historical-genetic and historical-system analysis.

Findings and their discussion. The first period (December 1991 — September 1997) was
associated with a slow but still positive development dynamics related to the establishment and
gradual formation of bilateral political interaction between Belarus and Sweden and the foundation of
economic and cultural contacts.

In the second period (September 1997 — spring 2008), the political dialogue between Belarus and
Sweden was hampered by the EU decision to suspend cooperation with Belarus. Political and
economic relations could be described as «limited interactiony. Cultural collaboration came to the
fore in the bilateral relations.

The third period (spring 2008 — November 2017) was a period of significant improvement in the
bilateral relations, connected with the inclusion of Belarus in the European dialogue and the Eastern
Partnership program. The period was the time of a «pragmatic dialogue» in which the parties found a
formula for mutually beneficial and mutually respectful cooperation. In this period, economic
relations developed and cultural interaction deepened.

Conclusion. The author came to the conclusion that the main area of bilateral interaction was the
political sphere, which influenced the economic and cultural contacts. The periods of economic and
social and cultural relations coincided with the stages of the development of political interaction.
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
