Specificity of the Narration of V.N. Krupin’s Diaries
(on the Example of "*The Iron Postman'’)
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In the works of V.N. Krupin through the use of various genres and forms, the social and
cultural categories such as spirituality, Orthodoxy, morality are reflected.

The purpose of the article is to identify the conditionality of the type of narrator according to
the chosen genre using the example of diaries from the collection «lron Postmany.

Material and methods. Based on the texts «The Snow Fog» and «The Snow Melts» with the
help of biographical and structural methods, the specificity of the narration within the presented
genre is considered. We have applied the biographical method, based on the link between
literary texts and the author’s biography, as well as the structural one which makes it possible to
consider all the levels of the artistic text.

Findings and their discussion. The diaries from the collection «The Iron Postmany continue
the traditions of the classic diary, but at the same time they are innovative. In the diaries «Snow
Fog» and «The Snow Melts» an implicit image of the narrator is used, as evidenced by special
methods of constructing the narrative. The described type of the narrator corresponds to the
view point model presented in the texts.



Conclusion. The indication in the title of the text of its genre affiliation is intended to
emphasize the ideological component of the work and the special autobiographical nature of the
text.
