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This article is devoted to the problem of semantic variability of the syntactic stereotypical construction
ne ... que. The semantic potential of this syntactic formation was not revealed in the existing research on
the topic, which is of great interest for linguistic study.

The purpose of the article is to reveal contextual meanings of the syntactically related combination ne
... que.

Material and methods. The research was done on the material of super-phrasal unities, containing the
syntactic stereotype construction ne ... que. The study used the method of contextual analysis.

Findings and their discussion. The analysis of text structure and content indicated that only the
context reveals the meaning of the syntactic stereotypical construction ne ... que. The complexity of the
construction interpretation is that formally we deal with the same syntactic formation, which is used in
contexts with different communicative purposes. What makes different meanings develop is a conflict,
which, on the one hand, is realized through the ne ... que and ne faire que combinations, and, on the other
hand, is limited by them. The diversity of construction meanings was determined.

Conclusion. Thus, in the course of contextual analysis, the polysemy of the ne ... que syntactic
construction was revealed; in particular, its possible meanings were delimited and classified. All



contextual meanings are related by one common criterion — the principle of argumentative conflict, which
made it possible to more precisely explain the whole diversity of the construction meanings.
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
