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The study of the composition and function of parts of speech in business papers is a current aspect of
historical stylistics since it makes it possible to reveal regional and genre features of decree texts of the



Middle Ages. The topicality of the research is conditioned by the significance of the study of the stylistic
resources of the application of parts of speech in regional monuments since it makes it possible to reveal
specific features of shaping functional and style types of the language in the epoch of the Middle Ages.

The purpose of the article is to reveal the specificity of the composition and stylistic function of
pronouns in Vitebsk and Moscow wills of the late XVI century.

Material and methods. In describing and characterizing the material works by such linguists as D.G.
Demidov, LK. Krylova, LV. Kuzmin and others’ were analyzed. The composition and features of
functioning of pronouns chosen by total selection from 27 wills of the late XVI century are considered in
the research. The descriptive, the statistic and the comparative methods were used in the research.

Findings and their discussion. Features of the application of first and third person singular and
plural pronouns, the reflexive pronoun self, possessive and demonstrative pronouns in the texts of Vitebsk
and Moscow wills are analyzed in the article. The composition of personal pronouns, their grammar
forms, and functions are described. Differences in functioning of personal pronouns in wills from various
localities are indicated. It is found out that the composition of possessive pronouns in texts of Vitebsk and
Moscow wills correlates with the composition of personal pronouns. Possessive pronouns perform the
functions of stressing family relations, property, document etc. ownership by the will maker or his
addressees; indication of the necessary time intervals; strengthening inner text links of separate
components. Demonstrative pronouns in will texts perform the functions of means of communication of
separate sense units of the text, means of communication of some parts within complex predicates, stable
components of various attributive compositions, which simultaneously connect these units both with the
text space and the extra-text reality.

Conclusion. It has been found out that of all the pronouns in will texts personal, possessive and
demonstrative pronouns are most often used in both Vitebsk and Moscow texts. The pronoun
representation in Vitebsk texts is wider than in Moscow wills. It is conditioned by both the application of
such pronouns which lack in Moscow acts and more frequent application of the pronoun self and its short
form.
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
