To the Issue of the Nature of Robberies in Novgorod Land in the Time of Trouble
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The present study covers the period of Swedish occupation of Novgorod in the early XVII
century. The object of the study in this article is the document about the robbery case, stored in
the Archive of St. Petersburg in the Solovyov Collection.

The purpose of the work is to make significant adjustments to the established ideas about the
robberies committed in Novgorod land during the Time of Trouble, namely, to prove that the
Novgorodians were not only victims of robberies, but also committed crimes of this nature
themselves.

Material and methods. The document «Letter by Fedor Aminev to Novgorod Governor Ants
Martynovich Boi about an investigation made in Ivangorod of the robbery of the British
Ambassador s ship on the River Luga by Poluzhski peasants and the exile of three of them to
Novgorody» is analyzed. The methodological base of the research is general scientific and
historical-system methods of analysis, synthesis, induction and deduction.

Findings and their discussion. Based solely on narrative data, it can be concluded that
Novgorod dwellers were victims who suffered oppression from the Swedish occupiers. However



the source testifies to participation in robberies of Novgorodians, that doesn't allow to consider
them only as victims of mass robberies in Novgorod land.

Conclusion. Not only the Swedes who controlled the North-West of Russia resorted to
robberies, Cossacks, Poles as well as the civilians of Novgorod, who used the situation for profit
also did it. Victims were all who could be robbed, both Novgorodians and foreigners.
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
