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Franz Kafka entered the German language literature in the early 20th century. His creative work is still
topical. His works still stir controversy. F. Kafka reveals the social crisis of the early 20th century. Issues
touched upon in his works are still urgent. The sense of tragedy and instability of the world is felt
practically in every work of the writer. Kafka centers round a lonely helpless character who is
surrounded by fiction reality.

The purpose of the work is to consider the issue of the personality in F. Kafka’s works from the point
of view of general literature “human tragedy”.



Material and methods. The material is presented by texts of F. Kafka’s works: two novels “The
Process” and “The Castle”, the story “Conversion” in which the issue under consideration is revealed
through an analysis of complex and often tragic circumstances in the lives of the main characters. To
implement the research tasks literature study methods aimed at studying the work in the connections and
relations to the environment were used (the literature and historic, the cultural and historic, the
sociological, the structural and semiotic, the psychological). These methods help while analyzing F.
Kafka’s texts to generalize the literary character personality type shaped in a certain society and reflected
in literature.

Findings and their discussion. Joseph K., the character of Kafka’s fantasy novel “The Process”
understands that his arrest is not temporary but lifelong. It is impossible to live like before. For his former
life is a kind of sacrifice to “a huge horrible process”. In other words, the whole Joseph K.’ life turns into
a court process.

In the novel “The Castle” the analysis of the main character’s actions confirms the idea that the
totalitarian bureaucratic system is “to blame” and it likes the man to consider himself its absolute humble
servant, even slave. Kafka portrays the system in which the personality can’t manifest its own “I”, own
desires and intentions, its individuality. In other words, it has no rights to do it. The guilt complex of the
main character to his father, family, friends and acquaintances is one of the strongest features in F.
Kafka’s works. It’s from this point of view that the story “Conversion” is a powerful metaphor of his
creativity.

Conclusion. In some period of time the lives of the characters may suddenly change for the worse. F.
Kafka’s characters who were free before suddenly convert into kind of puppets in the hands of the fate. F.
Kafka often portrays his characters faceless. That is why F. Kafka doesn’t give these characters names.
Kafka wants to show that any of us can be in place of these nameless characters.
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
