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In the post-war period functioning of Belarusian Orthodox Church is characterized by a number of
features.

The purpose of the article is to identify the structure of Orthodox communities’ management in the
BSSR from 1944 to 1948, to single out basic directions of the Orthodox communities’ activities in the
Republic.

Material and methods. The work is based on information reports of the Regional Council of the
Russian Orthodox Church Affairs authorities at the USSR Council of Ministers; the USSR Council of
Ministers Decrees, guidelines of the Council of the Russian Orthodox Church Affairs authorities at the
USSR Council of Ministers as well as information of the Propaganda Department of the Central
Committee of the Communist Party of Belarus, Region and District Communist Party Committees’ on the
issues of ideology.

Findings and their discussion. Territorial features of the structure of the Orthodox Church
management in the BSSR from 1944 to 1948 are identified. Main directions of ROC communities’
activities in the BSSR in the post-war period are considered. Features of the interrelations of the Orthodox
Church and the Soviet government are singled out.

Conclusion. In the post-war period three territorial organizational centers were distinguished in
Belarus which united the Orthodox Churches of the Republic. By 1948 1050 churches had been registered



in the 12 Regions of Belarus. The main directions of the Orthodox Church clergy and parishioners
activities were the religious and missionary and the social and political ones.
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
