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The Soviet generation entered the 21st century and is encountering a completely new reality, against
which the past experience begins to be recalled more and more vividly and contrastingly. And this same
past is now the subject of a heated ideological struggle in the search for new values and benchmarks in an
unstable and multidirectional post-Soviet, as well as emerging globalist society, which is under the
enormous influence of public and domestic polemics, which has long become an essential part of modern,
including domestic, public consciousness. Informational, territorial and cultural openness, freedom of
historical representations in our time raise great expectations, a high susceptibility to any pictures of the
world from the past.



The purpose of the study is to reveal the focus of the text of the works of L. Ulitskaya on the problems
of ideological, social and cultural confrontation between the Soviet party power and the Soviet
intelligency.

Material and methods. The research material is the novel by L. Ulitskaya “The Green Tent”. The
main methods used were a philological analysis of a literary text, a discursive analysis, and a descriptive
method.

Results and its discussion. A discursive study of the novel by L. Ulitskaya “The Green Tent” reveals
the important, often not lying on the surface, realities of Soviet life of the 50s and 70s. It is shown that in
the works of L. Ulitskaya sharp non-institutional discourses are conveyed, one of which is an open
society. The protagonists of the novel are mainly representatives of the enlightened Moscow, mostly
Jewish milieu of the 70s generation. For them, the Soviet system appears stale and oppressive, and access
to literature published behind the Iron Curtain is fraught with risk. But in this dangerous reality, broad-
minded people manage to live with dignity, being in free communication, and party authoritarianism does
not undermine their freedom-loving spirit, the liberal intelligency continues to communicate with the
Western world and lead an independent life. Also in the novel there is a discourse of Soviet Marxism as
mythology, which is opposed to Western, Altuserrian Marxism, based on the work of the Paris
Manuscripts of 1844 mentioned in the novel, which was significant for one of the characters.

Conclusion. A discursive analysis of the novel by L. Ulitskaya showed that the realities of Soviet life
of the 50s and 70s mentioned or described by the author are important elements of her literary text.
