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The problem of the organization of teaching English to adults within the system of additional
education is among the topical ones in the contemporary methodology of foreign languages.

The purpose of the article is presenting the didactic potential of the Russian language in teaching
adults English within the system of additional education.

Material and methods. The study was carried out mainly on the material of personal teaching
experience of the author. The main methods were the general scientific methods of generalization,
systematization, forecasting.

Findings and their discussion. By collecting, analyzing and summarizing the structure of foreign
language teaching of the aforesaid audience and its specific tasks it is proved that the process of teaching
English should be organized as consisting of the following stages: 1) organizational (preparatory) stage —
the selection of training and methodological support of the academic process, determining the goals and
objectives of the course; 2) the procedural stage or the teaching process; 3) the final stage is the
assessment of achieved results and perspectives of language training for adult learners.

Conclusion. The result of practical work on teaching English to adult learners was formulated by the
author guidelines for the organization of English language training for adults in the system of additional
education at the initial stage.
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
