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The formation of the phenomenon of social policy in the Russian Empire was due to the transition to
the industrial type of civilization.

The purpose of the article is to trace the evolution of the content and main directions of state social
policy in Belarus in the post-reform period.

Material and methods. The study was prepared on the basis of the analysis of legislative acts
presented in the “Complete collection of laws of the Russian Empire” and “The Code of laws of the
Russian Empire”, materials from the funds of the Russian State Historical Archive in St. Petersburg, the
National Historical Archive of Belarus in Minsk, the National Historical Archive of Belarus in Grodno.
To achieve this goal, analysis, synthesis, historical-genetic and historical-comparative methods were used.

Findings and their discussion. In the Russian Empire social policy began to take shape after the
abolition of serfdom. It included improving the health care system, preventing epidemics, helping people
with psychophysical disabilities, social charity and combating poverty, supporting people affected by
natural disasters, retirement benefits, and social insurance.

In the implementation of state social policy on the territory of the Belarusian provinces, three stages
can be distinguished: 1861-1881, 1881-1894, 1894-1914. Its specificity was due to the peculiarities of



the social and economic as well as social and political development of the region in the post-reform
period.

Conclusion. State social policy was focused on maintaining internal stability through solving the
most acute social problems of the population.
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
