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The article reveals the problem of the extension of the duties of military service to the Jewish
population of the Western governorates of the Russian Empire in 1827. The emphasis is placed on the
military aspects of the problem, which prompted the army leadership to recruit members of the Jewish
diaspora.

The purpose of this article is to reveal the motives for attracting Jews to serve in the Russian Imperial
Army.

Material and methods. The research basis is legislation documents and clerical materials (decrees of
the Military Ministry, official correspondence). The article is based on the principles of scientific research
(historicism, objectivity and consistency), as well as scientific methods (analysis, synthesis, induction,
deduction).

Findings and their discussion. Attention was paid to the interrelation of the shortage of staff in
armed forces of the Russian Empire with gradual distribution of the recruitment system on various social
and ethnic groups of the state. Changes in the recruitment system of the Russian army were shown in
interrelation with large-scale changes in armed forces of the European states during 18th — 19th
centuries. The author describes the main directions of the policy of the Russian authorities on the
adaptation of the Jewish recruits to the conditions of military service.

Conclusion. The spread of recruitment to the Jews was closely connected with an attempt to solve the
personnel problem of the Russian army.
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
