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Revealing the genesis and potential of American intercultural communication research is topical as it
helps to clarify the subject matter of this scholarly field and opens the gate for the evolution of the
discipline’s theory and methodology in American and Belarusian science.

The aim of the article is to reveal the sources and stages of the intercultural communication field
development in the USA, and the perspectives of its development in American and domestic scientific as
well as social and cultural domains.

Material and methods. The article is based on authentic scientific sources. The systems approach,
diachronic and prognostic analyses, the method of philosophical and theoretical reconstruction, the
techniques of chronologizing and periodization are used to achieve the aim.

Findings and their discussion. The study of intercultural interactions in the present-day Belarusian
society makes it necessary to turn to their original research in the American scientific tradition. The
historical-cultural and scientific background, the stages in the development of intercultural
communication as an American research field, and the perspectives of its development in American and
Belarusian science are revealed.

Conclusion. Intercultural communication as a research field is rooted in cultural anthropology,
psychology, linguistics, biology, sociology, information theory. It has developed as an interdisciplinary,
theoretically diverse branch of communication theory. The perspectives of the development of the



discipline are determined by its current state. Extrapolation of American research experience can be
useful for domestic science and social practice.
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
