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Currently, a characteristic feature of globalization processes is the increase and intensification of
intercultural information interactions, which may result in risks to national security, including those that
can be described as elements of information warfare.

The purpose of this article is to clarify the methodology for studying the theoretical foundations of
intercultural information interactions in the context of national security.

Material and methods. The research material was the publications of foreign and domestic
researchers containing conceptual approaches to the study of this problem. The methodological basis was
empirical, analysis, systemic and institutional approaches, as well as other general scientific methods and
principles of cognition.



Findings and their discussion. A review of foreign and domestic studies, which focus on the issue of
information as an important modern resource and ways of informational impact on public consciousness,
is presented. The hypothesis is the thesis that out of many intercultural interactions, which are a complex
multistructure system that combines both universal and national characteristics, objective, nonrandom,
regularly repeating, long-term intercultural interactions are able to exert a variety of effects on national
security. The author’s approach to the research methodology of the theoretical foundations of
intercultural information interactions in the context of national security is substantiated.

Conclusion. The methodological stages of cognition of intercultural informational interactions are
developed: the stage of searching and selecting acceptable forms of intellectual comprehension of the
phenomenon under study, the stage of developing initial concepts, the stage of identifying the causes,
conditions and contradictions that generate intercultural informational interactions, the fourth stage of
establishing and structuring the interests and normative needs of communication participants, the stage of
identifying patterns of functioning of intercultural information interactions under the influence of various
factors, the stage of developing the final version of the initial concepts and building the ideal organomic
model of intercultural information interactions, the stage of model verification.
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
