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The contemporary world is far from stability, though already at the turn of the XX—XXI centuries the
UN elaborated an extensive plan for sustainable development and took a range of measures to practically
fulfill it.

The goal of the article is to demonstrate the increasing importance of the philosophical background in
prognosticating social dynamics and ways of adequate answering to contemporary challenges by means
of the reflection on world and national practice.

Material and methods. The scientific article is based on the results of the author’s long-term research
of the dynamics of societal processes at the turn of the XX-XXI centuries and his enquiry into the



reflection of social philosophers on this issue. In the range of key methods employed by the author the
historical, logical and dialectical methods, as well as the method of comparative analysis may be outlined.

Findings and their discussion. The scientific relevance of the article is determined by the research
intention to motivate philosophers to comprehend not outward, verbally perceivable social phenomena
and processes, but rather inward mechanisms of societal development, hidden from outward observation,
which are cognized by abstract thinking. This intention contributes to the understanding of the nature and
the essence of contemporary social crises, risks and threats; gives a possibility to elaborate concrete
suggestions on their prevention. The article demonstrates that the civilization paradigm, which has been
accepted by many post-Soviet philosophers as a foundation for the interpretation of the historical process,
has not allowed us to adequately reproduce its objective dialectics in a theoretical form. Consequently, it
has not allowed us to prognosticate the dynamics of society even for a short-long period. The author
reveals the divergence between the Russian philosophical civilization conception and the very social
practice, which follows the doctrine of formations, i.e. the engagement of Russia into the global system of
capitalism with its only possible position of a kernel. As has been demonstrated, that neither Bogdanov’s
tektology nor synergetics, but rather dialectics may allow us to comprehend sociality in its ontological
nature and anthropological essence, its historical dynamics and contemporary modifications as a
background of potential challenges of the 21st century.

Conclusion. The research findings have justified the necessity of a more fundamentally grounded
elaboration of philosophical background of theoretical comprehension and prognostication of the
dynamics of societal processes. The task may be solved by social philosophy in case its problematic
matter is reoriented from micro- toward macro-processes of society.
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
