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Over the post-Soviet history the USA has been one of the main drivers of Russia’s behavior on the global arena. The United States
has occupied the central place in Russia’s foreign policy planning. In the 1990s the Russians had big hopes concerning Russian-
American relations built on equal but not confronted basis. However, due to the differences in Moscow's and Washington s ideas of the
new global order contradictions went on increasing between them, especially vivid after V. Putin’s and J. Bush Jr. coming to office. Still,
in the late 2000s both the sides took efforts to improve their relations by the so-called reboot.

The purpose of the article is to consider Russia’s American policy during D. Medvedev's presidency.

Material and methods. The study is based on publications by Russian and American authors, which reveal mechanisms of Moscow s
and Washington s bilateral relations in 2008—2012. General scientific and special research methods were used in the course of the study.

Findings and their discussion. During D. Medvedev's presidency Russia strived to improve relations with the USA, which were
in serious crisis. That was why Moscow responded B. Obama’s administration initiative to stabilize the bilateral relations. To some
extent, that was the confirmation of Russia’s foreign policy principles which were repeatedly stated by the Russian side: Russia
is open to wide scale cooperation with America but on equal, mutually acceptable conditions. Taking into account Washington s desire
to reach their own aims on the global arena by improving relations with Moscow, most part of D.Medvedev's presidency was marked
by the reboot policy of Russian-American relations. The multiple contradictions still did not disappear between the parties concerning
a number of global policy problems, which made the reboot quite short in time..

Conclusion. D. Medvedev s presidency became one of the most constructive periods in the history of Russian-American relations
after the cold war. Moscow managed to reach a number of positive for itself results: SOA-3 Treaty was signed and ratified, Jackson-
Vanik Amendment was abolished, Russia became a WIO member. However, one should not forget that by suggesting the reboot
the USA cared only for its national interests and was not going to consider the Russian Federation an equal partner. Events which
followed resulted in a new round of confrontation that was tenser than the one at the beginning of D. Medvedev's presidency
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
