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The article examines the activities of representatives of the Belarusian provinces, aimed at the implementation of the peasant
reform of 1861.

The purpose is to identify the scope of the participation of representatives of the Belarusian provinces, the content and perception
of their ideas in preparing the abolition of serfdom.

Material and methods. The research was carried out on the basis of data contained in the funds of the Russian State Historical
Archive, as well as information already introduced into scientific circulation. Methods of analysis and generalization, historical-
comparative, historical-systemic methods are applied.

Findings and their discussion. The study analyzes the ideas, proposals and opinions on elaborating the conditions for the abolition
of serfdom of the representatives of the Belarusian provinces. Their characteristics are given, and variants of serfdom abolition
are presented and described. The advantages and shortcomings of the drafts are revealed. The found archival documents allow
us to estimate the contribution of the representatives of the Belarusian provinces to the development of the General and Local Provisions,
securing the implementation of the peasant reform of 1861.

Conclusion. Before the abolition of serfdom, the government organized a collection of ideas and proposals concerning the future
reform. Among the authors were natives of the Belarusian region or persons closely associated with it. Some of the authors resorted
to anonymity when creating the drafis. The Belarusian provinces are represented by the draft of the Vilna Provincial Committee signed
by Vilna Provincial Leader of the Nobility A.F. Domeyko and by extensive notes by the 13th Nesvizh Ordinate of Duce K.V. Radziwill.
Both drafts aimed to be applied both on the national scale and in the regional conditions of the Belarusian provinces. The ideas of both
drafts were developed while elaborating the General and Local Regulations on the Peasants Emerging from Serfdom. The proposals
set out in K.V. Radziwill's note were widely accepted by the authors of the reform.
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
