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The article examines historiography on the history of the missionary activities of religious organizations of five neo-Protestant
denominations (Stundism, Baptism, Adventism, Evangelical Christianity and Pentecostalism) in the territory of Belarus in
1905—-1917. The article provides a general description of the pre-revolutionary, Soviet, modern Belarusian, Russian and Ukrainian,
Western historiography, as well as individual schools and trends within them. Key studies are presented, an analysis of the information
contained in them, their completeness, objectivity and significance for the coverage of this topic is made.

Accordingly, the purpose of this article is to identify the features and general characteristics of historiography in the missionary
activities of neo-Protestant religious organizations in the territory of Belarus in 1905-1917.

Material and methods. This article was created based on the analysis of the corpus of historiography and existing historiographic
reviews on the topic under consideration. The research methodology included both general scientific and special-historical methods
(ideographic, historical-typological, historical-systemic, historical-genetic, historical-comparative).

Findings and their discussion. During the development of historiography on the topic under study, there is an increase in scientific
interest in it, the inclusion of a larger number of historical sources, and, at the present stage, the expansion of methodology, the
involvement of representatives of various sciences and the start of interdisciplinary research. Each historiography period is valuable
for studying the topic under consideration: pre-revolutionary historiography - for analyzing the positions of contemporaries of events,
Soviet and modern Russian and Ukrainian, Belarusian - for relying on already studied aspects and sources introduced into scientific
circulation, Western — for borrowing theoretical models and concepts.

Conclusion. The corpus of historiography on the topic under study is characterized by its breadth and diversity, the presentation
of various ideological positions, more than 100 years of creation, as well as authorship by representatives of various sciences,
Orthodox priests and figures of neo-Protestantism, officials and public figures. A number of aspects of the topic under consideration
are quite studied, for example, the legislative regulation of the activity of neo-Protestants, the process of the emergence and spread
of individual denominations, etc. However, issues of forms and methods of missionary work of neo-Protestants, the work of neo-
Protestant organizations, the relationship between neo-Protestants and other actors in the sphere of religion in the territory of Belarus
require more in-depth studies.
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
