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The article presents the authors’ views on the typology and nomenclature of the educational
qualifications of the teacher of natural sciences in the light of the ontological approach. Along with the
four-level typology of competencies presented, examples of the main sub-subject competencies are given.
The methodological requirements and conditions for shaping competence based approach in
educational practice are considered.

The purpose of the article is to clarify the typology of educational competencies when introducing
into the previously existing list of competencies (metasubject, general subject and subject ones) a new
type of competence — sub-subject ones.

Material and methods. An analysis of the approaches to the issue of competence in education during
professional training is presented in the article. The historical, the general scientific, the problem target,
and the conceptual terminological research methods were used.

Findings and their discussion. The article clarifies the approaches to the typology and composition of
educational competencies in the ontological aspect. The proposed classification of competencies will



allow a more objective assessment of the competence of a specialist and determine the ways of his self-
development.

Conclusion. A competence based approach sets the number of competencies, focused on the
semantic component of any kind of professional activity. Possessing the necessary competences
arising as a result of specially initiated activities, the student has the opportunity to build their
individual learning activities adequately to the conditions of modernity. Evaluation of academic results in
the frame-work of the competence-based approach allows to improve the content of training, to provide
effective feedback between the teacher and students, to enhance their independent work. This problem is
relevant not only in the aspect of teacher’s self-development, but also in social terms.
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
