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In the contemporary global space active and contradictory globalization processes take place. They
affect considerably moral values of the mankind in general and of our country in particular. In
this connection, the scholars and the public point out the significance of ethnic character of
education, of ethnic training of youth.



Ethnic training is aimed at shaping ethnic and value orientations. The purpose of the article is to
present the shaping of the ethnic and value orientations of social teachers and social sphere workers in
the process of ethnic training.

Material and methods. The research was conducted in two stages at Vitebsk State P.M. Masherov
University on the base of the Faculty of Education and Psychology with Social Education and Social
Work students. To find out their ethnic and value orientations the following methods were used: of free
associations, content analysis, mathematical data processing. The first questionnaire was conducted with
51 students (September) before doing the course of Ethnic Education. 47 students (January) took part in
the second questionnaire, after doing the course.

Findings and their discussion. The article reveals the influence of Ethnic training on shaping
the ethnic and value orientations of would-be social teachers and social sphere workers. Associations
are analyzed which were obtained to the stimulus words that are values from the point of view of
Belarusian folk education. A comparative analysis of the number of associations is conducted which are
positively, neutrally or negatively shaded and which the respondents indicated before and after doing the
course of Ethnic Education.

Conclusion. Would-be social sphere specialists are characterized by certain ethnic and value
orientations (home, Motherland, labor, mother tongue), which are connected with the values of
Belarusian  folk education. Studying the course of Ethnic Education benefited students’ value
orientations.

The research findings prove the necessity of the improvement of ethnic training of would-be specialists
not only in the course of Ethnic Education but also while studying other academic disciplines; they
confirm the feasibility of creating special tasks, implementation of case technologies, project
activities, which are aimed at shaping ethnic values.
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
