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Mass media have a significant impact on the vital interests of a modern person.

The purpose of the article is to study the influence of mass communications on the life preferences
of the respondents.

Material and methods. The study was conducted among adolescents from six Vitebsk schools and
students from three Vitebsk universities. In total, about 550 respondents took part in the survey.
Theoretical and empiric methods were used.

Findings and their discussion. The authors examine the priority preferences in the choice of social
networks by Belarusian school-children and students as well as the specificity of the influence of social
networks on shaping life preferences of the respondents.



Conclusion. The study allows us to conclude that modern Belarusian schoolchildren and university
students are active users of the Internet space, and in particular, social networks. The attractiveness
of social networks lies in the organization of multi-level communication, leisure activities, and the
provision of information on the life of society. The activeness of social networks users, as well as their
reaction to current events, including political events, is the determinants of shaping information
security of both the individual and the state as a whole.
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
