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For the successful solution of tasks of spiritual and moral education more and more urgent in the Belarusian society is the
issue of the cooperation of educational establishments and Church.

The purpose of this article is to explore shaping of value attitude of students to Christian spiritual traditions of the Belarusian
people in the context of cooperation between the state and religious organizations in the field of education.

Material and methods. The study was conducted in secondary schools Ne 5 and Ne 10 of the City of Vitebsk. It was attended
by 54 sixth graders and 112 teachers. To implement the objectives of the study the following methods were used: questioning,
analysis, comparison, generalization, research conversation, mathematical methods.

Findings and their discussion. The results of this comparison indicate the increasing aspiration of students studying elective
courses of spiritual and moral orientation, attending optional courses and interest classes, on responsible creation of the family,
support of the existing law, assistance to the poor. They are more willing to sacrifice their own interests for the sake of others.

Our study showed that, overall, the school is ready to take the help of religious associations in the implementation of moral
education. The possibility of such cooperation is spoken about by more than half of respondents. However, the problem arises
with the forms of such cooperation. The majority of teachers see the best solution in the form of out-of-school event, which



limits the educational aspirations of the Church in the framework of secondary schools, on the one hand, but at the same time
gives it the possibility of representation as an integral part of Belarusian culture.

Conclusion. The issue of training competent personnel for implementation of the objectives in the framework of the
pedagogical process at school still remains unresolved.
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
