Social and Pedagogical Work with Eyesight Disabled
People

State policy of the Republic of Belarus is aimed at prevention of disabilities, adaptation and rehabilitation of the disabled as
well as at provision of their equal and full participation in public life. These directions are implemented within social and
pedagogical work.

The purpose of the article is finding out basic problems of the eyesight disabled and identification of the content of social
and pedagogical work with them.

Material and methods. The study was conducted at the Local Center of Public Social Services of Miory District of Vitebsk
Region. The respondents were eyesight disabled people and specialists who work with them. The following methods are
used comparison, generalization, systematization, and questionnaire.

Findings and their discussion. The questionnaire showed that issues of everyday and personal character are current for
eyesight disabled people; they need social rehabilitation, psychological and pedagogical aid and support. As a result of the
study a program is elaborated, the content of which includes topics of space orientation, household chores training, and self-
service. The program relies on the principles of combination of different types of activities; stage by stage complication of
tasks and conditions of exercises; development of individual abilities of the eyesight disabled; flexibility in changing the
number of hours for various topics; differentiation in shaping the study topic plan; wholesomeness and complexity.

Conclusion. The core of state social policy is strengthening social and psychophisiological potential of eyesight disabled
people. The leading role in the implementation of these events is played by social teachers.
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
